Ocean Walk Condominium Association

Rules & Regulations
Please call 912-638-3392 if you need emergency assistance.

1. Pool Usage
The Ocean Walk pools are for the exclusive use of Ocean Walk owners/occupants and their guests. The number of guests must be reasonable and they must be accompanied by the unit occupant.  Guests of owners/occupants must also abide by all rules and regulations.  Any property damages caused by owner/occupants will be the responsibility of the unit owner.
Pool Rules:

1. No lifeguard on duty----Swim at your own risk.

2. An adult must accompany children under 14 years of age.

3. Diaper-age children without protective diapers are not permitted in pool.

4. Beverages must be in cans, unbreakable plastic or Styrofoam containers.  No beverages or food items are allowed in or next to the pool at any time.
5. No glass or other breakable containers allowed.

6. NO SMOKING IS ALLOWED IN THE POOL AREA!!!!! 
7. Pool deck chairs, lounges or tables are not to be “reserved” for long periods by placing towels, beach bags, etc. on them. Please allow fair usage on a first-come, first serve basis.

8. No running, boisterous or rough play is permitted in the pool area. No screaming or loud games such as Marco Polo that would disturb others are allowed.  Occupants/guests who create this type of a nuisance will be asked to leave the pool area.
9. Anyone causing a nuisance or purposefully disturbing others will be asked to leave the pool area.
10. No pets allowed in pool enclosure at any time.
11. Floats and balls are permitted provided there are no other swimmers around and no nuisance to others is created by using them.  Guests using the pool volleyball must be considerate of others around the pool.
12. Radios/stereos must be kept at a low volume that will not disturb others. Earphones are recommended.

13. It is unlawful to remove, tamper with or “play” with the shepherd’s hook, life ring, separation line or pool equipment.  These safety items are for emergency use only!!

14. Pool hours are from 10:00 AM to 10:00 PM. 
15. Gates to pool must be kept closed at all times.  Guests who give out pool codes to others who are not owner/occupants will loose their pool privileges.
16. Bathing suits must be worn in the pool.  No street clothes allowed and guest must shower off prior to entering the pool.  Please be sure to use foot shower each time you reenter the pool area.  All beach sand must be showered off prior to entering our pool.
17. Pool bathrooms must be maintained, if you see that someone has caused a mess in our pool bathrooms please report it to 912-638-3392. 

18.  Please be sure that you place all trash in receptacles prior to leaving the pool area.  Place chairs and loungers back as you found them when you arrived.
19.  Pool area may be closed due to lightning or for health concerns, please cooperate if you are asked to leave the pool area due to weather or maintenance conditions.

20.  If you see any violations of pool rules that would cause an emergency situation or liability to our complex you should report them immediately.

2.  Club House
The clubhouse is for the exclusive use of owners/occupants.  Guests of owner/occupants must be accompanied by owner/occupants while in the clubhouse area.  Anyone causing a nuisance or disturbing others will be asked to leave clubhouse.  Anyone who is found to be causing a nuisance will be notified and will lose business center privileges.  Children 16 and under should be supervised by owners/guests.
Business Center area is a quiet zone.  No phones or audio devices are allowed.  If you are using the computers to listen to music or play a video game you must use headphones. 15 minute time limit if others are waiting.  No printing is allowed in the business center without permission.  Excessive faxing may result in fees charged to the unit owner to cover association expense related to this usage.  Any usage of this business center to view adult websites will not be permitted and anyone who is found to be using this equipment in that way will not be allowed access to the business center in the future. The Business Center and Clubhouse may not be used as regular office space for any owner/guest.
You must cooperate when it is time to lock the clubhouse area.  Owners/occupants have 24/7 access to fitness center and laundry by way of code boxes located at laundry door and fitness center exterior doors.  Wifi is on 24/7 and is active in these areas as well as the wrap around porch.

If an owner sees misuse of any areas of the clubhouse please call 912-638-3392 to report immediately.
Kitchen: If you use any part of the kitchen including dishes, you must clean up after yourself.

Laundry facility: If you use our laundry area you must clean up any messes you may make.  Owner/occupants who leave pet hair on machines or have trashed the laundry area will not be allowed to use our laundry facility in the future.  Please do not dispose of your pet feces bag in this laundry trash can or in any trash can within the clubhouse.
Office Machines: A copier, fax and computer are available for owners/occupants use during office hours.  Misuse or damages to any of the equipment in clubhouse by owners or occupants may be billed to the unit owner.  Printing is limited to 2 pages to keep costs down.
Clubhouse lobby area may be reserved for private parties but the usage must allow other guests to access business center during office hours, 9-4.  Anyone using this facility for gatherings must also have it cleaned afterwards.
Fitness Room

1. For use by owner/occupants only.  Guests must be accompanied by owner/occupant to use this facility.
2. No one under the age of sixteen allowed unless accompanied by an adult 18 or older.
3. No alcoholic beverages allowed.
4. Use of equipment is at your own risk.

5. Please wipe/sanitize equipment after use.

6. Make sure exterior doors are closed tightly when you leave, close window if you opened any and turn off the lights if you are the last one to leave.
7. Fitness center has security cameras, any damages to the equipment by owners or occupants will be billed to the owner.

8. Do not be a nuisance to other guests, please use headphones if you are listening to music.

9. Small children are not allowed on machines.  This fitness equipment is very dangerous; please do not allow children to turn on equipment for any reason.
 3 .Lake
No swimming or boating permitted.

Fishing is permitted from the banks.
Pets and children are not allowed to chase or harass the ducks.
4. Parking

All parking is on a first come, first served basis. Parking spots for commercial vehicles, trailers, boats and recreational vehicles are limited to the area designated by P building without prior permission from management. All vehicles parked on Ocean Walk property must be serviceable and have a current year license tag. Vehicles not in compliance will be considered abandoned and are subject to being towed at owners’ expense.  Owners should not use an excessive number of parking spots, two vehicles would be normally allowed.  Parking must be in designated areas only.  Golf carts stored on property must not be in spots that make unloading of vehicles a problem.  No parking in fire lanes, vehicle will be towed immediately. 
All boats and trailers parked in permitted area must be registered with the office. 30 day maximum allowed.  Boats or trailers that are parked on property may be towed if they cannot be identified.
5. Trash Disposal

There are trash dumpsters located between P and O buildings and H and E buildings.   Please use plastic trash bags and secure tightly. Please follow posted procedures.  Do not leave any trash on the ground outside of the dumpster.  Owners must arrange to have larger items that do not fit into the dumpster picked up at their expense.  Areas are under surveillance.  Any larger items that the association has to pay to remove will be billed to the owner/occupant who placed it in the dumpster area.
 Please do not throw cigarette butts off balconies or drop them anywhere on the grounds!  This creates a fire hazard and cannot be tolerated.  If any owner sees this type of behavior please contact the office.
No one should leave trash bags in hallways for any period of time, at front of doors or on common areas for any reason.  This includes pet refuse bags.
6. Grilling 

 No grilling is permitted on balconies or on covered porches, due to fire regulations.  Gas grills are positioned at both pools and charcoal grills are placed at different areas around the property.  Townhomes are permitted to have grills but they should be placed a good distance from siding.
7. Pets:  Owners are permitted a maximum of two household pets.  Tenants are subject to the same limitations and must have provisions within lease regarding pets.
Pets must not become a nuisance to others. In keeping with the Glynn County leash ordinance, dogs must be walked on a leash and not allowed to run loose. Pets must not be allowed to relieve themselves on our lawns unless you immediately clean up after them. Cats are not allowed to roam as “outside cats” in the condominium area.

Residents whose pets are allowed to freely roam the area will be subjected to a fine of $25.00 a day for each day of violation.  Glynn County will be called to capture pets that are roaming freely.  Pet owners are responsible for any damage to grass, plants, building or property caused by their pets.
Aggressive pets will not be tolerated.  Any noise or leash violations should be reported to the Glynn County Police 912-554-7800 they will issue citations. Our association can ask an owner to remove a pet that is in violation of these rules and regulations.

8. Pest Control Services
 The Condominium Association currently provides interior bi- monthly spraying for insects.  We treat the exterior areas on the alternating month.  We have moved to this schedule because so many units were not getting sprayed because of pets or refusal. If an owner does not allow access and a problem arises that is out of control, the unit owner will have to pay to have the problem alleviated.  You must be on the pass key system to get interior spraying of your unit.  “Call back” service can be arranged, but if you did not have your unit sprayed on the regularly scheduled day, or we do not have access codes you will be responsible for this extra trip to accommodate you.  Such additional service will be billed to your statement.
9. Nuisances

Mini bikes, skateboard, roller skates or roller blades are permitted to be used on Ocean Walk property.  If the owner/occupant of these devices causes damages or becomes a nuisance they will not be allowed to operate these devices on property. 
Please do not feed the birds from balconies or porches.  Bird feeders are not allowed. Bird feeders will be removed if located on our property.  They draw rodents and will not be permitted.  Ducks may be fed lakeside only.
10. Bicycles/ Motorcycles/Golf Carts
Bicycle riding is permitted on roadways only. Please be cautious of car traffic. Riding on property is at your own risk.  No bicycles or motorcycles may be stored in breezeways.  Bicycles may be stored neatly on balconies and porches, or in tents. Long term bike storage (over 30 days)  is not permitted on open bike racks.  Any bikes stored in tents must have an Ocean Walk Permit.  Please use parking space that is not a premium space for motorcycle and  Golf cart storage.  No motorized vehicles are allowed on landscaped areas.  You cannot park a golf cart on any landscaped area to charge the vehicle.  If an owner/occupant uses a long extension cord to charge a golf cart it cannot in any way be a trip hazard or liability to this association.  No one can use the outlets located in the hallways or common areas to charge a vehicle (including boats).  Golf cart owners are required to show proof of liability insurance if these vehicles are used onsite.
No commercial vehicles may be stored on property.

11. Balconies

Balconies and porches are by definition limited common areas. This means that while they are for each unit’s private use, the Association governs them. Unsightly clutter is not allowed. Plants, patio furniture and other aesthetically pleasing objects are permitted in these areas. No containers of pesticides or any dangerous chemicals can be stored on patios or inside the condos.  Owners are responsible for keeping their porch and porch railings clean, street side and inside. Towels, swimwear or any other clothing should not be hung from these areas or draped over railings. External fixtures such as clotheslines, antennas or signs are prohibited  Grilling is not permitted on balconies or porches due to fire regulations.  Exterior lighting on porches must be in good taste and well maintained.  Only white lights are allowed.  No light fixtures allowed on ceiling fans.
12. Window Treatments

Draperies & blinds must be white or off white in color or have white or off-white lining. No decals may be added to exterior windows.
13. Signs
 No signs, posters, drawings, etc. may be placed in windows.  No for sale or for rent signs allowed onsite.  Temporary open house signs must be removed at the end of the open house.
14. External Alterations

No additions or enclosures of balconies or any other exterior additions or alterations are to be made without the written consent of Board of Directors.

15. Yard Sales

The condominium documents prohibit yard sales unless approved in writing by the Board of Directors.

16. Heating of units in colder months

Thermostats are to be kept at a minimum of 55 F whenever temperatures are forecasted to fall below 32F to prevent breakage of water pipes.
17. Noise

No one may play a TV, radio, phonograph, stereo equipment, musical instrument or amplifier ld enough to disturb or annoy other residents in the complex. Nor may any person or persons, groups or parties disturb or annoy other residents by noisy behavior. This includes barking dogs.

18. Liability

Neither the Ocean Walk Condominium Association not The Management Company is responsible for accidents or injury to owners, guests, or their property or for loss r theft of money, jewelry or valuables of any kind.
All owners must have a working fire extinguisher and smoke detectors in their units.

19. Landscaping
Owners may not add landscaping in areas that require watering with our public water.  Only areas that already receive irrigation may be planted, and only within the owners unit perimeters.    No landscaping in the common areas should be disturbed by a unit owner.  No hookups to our public water to irrigate are allowed.  Prior approval must be received to change any landscaping on common areas.

Owners are not allowed to exceed the boundaries established by their patio area, no pool toys, chairs etc are allowed to be stored on landscaped areas or beside patios.
